Depending on the number of participants, the elite classes will be divided into Elite, Elite 2 
and Elite 3 in accordance with regulations for World Ranking Events and Swedish League.  

Spectator race Citadellsprinten, with classes in many different ages and with open courses, see separate PM 
at Eventor or at the Arena.

Punching System Sportident. SI-card 5, 6, 8, 9, 10, 11, Comcard, SIAC (not touch free) can be used. Notify SI-
number when you register. SI-cards may be hired for 30 SEK/day. There will be a charge of 
400 SEK for a lost SI-card. 

 The clear (töm) and check units when leaving quarantine (E2 classes just before start). 
Controls consist of either a wooden trestle or two aluminum control stands. All controls are 
marked with a flag and 2 Sportident units with control code number. It is the runner’s 
responsibility to ensure that the control unit gives a sound and light signal as a confirmation 
of punching. 

Entries/Late Entries See Bulletin 1 (invitation). 

Entry Fee payment Swedish clubs will be billed after the event. Foreign participants who do not represent a 
Swedish orienteering club must pay the entry fee in advance. Please transfer full payment

Specify your name, club and event when you pay. 
Limited payment service for entry fees will be possible in the Quarantine. Only cash in SEK or 
Euro is acceptable, exchange money only in SEK.

 Please note, WRE runners must register their IOF number in Swedish Eventor for the result to 
be reported to IOF.

Reserve runners Lists of reserve runners will be published on Eventor, at quarantine and at the arena. 
Reserve runners will not be allocated in M21E and W21E. Allocation of places will be notified 
by 13.00 hrs on Friday at the entrance to the quarantine. Competitors or team officials must 
attend in person to claim a place. Runners or leaders who are not present will not be 
allocated a place.

Arena Arena and arena plan, see Arena map in Eventor or at the Arena. 

Assembly Area Competitors in Swedish League/WRE main classes must go directly to the quarantine area 
and are not allowed to visit the arena before start. No quarantine for participants in Elite 2 
classes, they can go to the Arena. 

Quarantine Quarantine is located in Semmehallen, 
Gustav Adolfskolan (school). Quarantine 
will be open from 12:00, entrance from 
north side, Höstgatan, GPS 55.876344, 
12.845369. Departure from car or small 
busses is possible at Höstgatan south of 
Rönnebergsgatan 19. NO PARKING is 
allowed in Höstgatan/Drop-of-zone. See 
Traffic PM for recommended way to 
quarantine. 

 Take into consideration and keep in mind 
that the school still has activities. 

  

 All competitors in classes W21E, M21E, D20E, H20E, D18E and H18E must check in at the 
latest 14.00. Number bibs are handed out when you check in at the quarantine, see start list 
for your number. After entering the quarantine you must check out if you leave the area and 
then check in again when entering. You are not allowed to leave the area after latest check 
in time. Please be on time to avoid queues. Competitors not checked in at 14:00 are not 
allowed to start. 

 Technology that allows you to follow the competition live or otherwise obtain information 
about the competition is not allowed in the quarantine. 

 In quarantine there are several changing rooms and toilets, there is a simpler serving and 
some sporting goods. Payment in cash (SEK) or SWISH. 
Dirty shoes or shoes with metal studs are not allowed in the sports hall. 

Clothing and Bags Swedish League participants leave their extra clothing/bags at an indicated place in the 
quarantine. Clothing will be transported to the Arena. Make sure that all your things are 
marked with your name and club. Clothing will also be transported back to the Arena from 
the Start area. 
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Leaders May stay in the quarantine and sign up for arrival at the quarantine no later than 14.00 and 
check out when leaving quarantine. Leaders are not allowed to follow runner to start. 
Leaders are not allowed to visit the arena before entering quarantine. 

Pre-start When leaving quarantine, verification of number bib (front and back), SI card and shoes 
(Shoes with metal studs are forbidden). Earliest time to leave quarantine is 40 minutes 
before start. Competitor is responsible to leave quarantine in time. 

 Clear and check when leaving quarantine. Distance to start 2200 m, follow orange/white 
markings. 

Warm-up course Map with warm-up course, 1600 m is provided for runners when leaving quarantine. Follow 
orange/white markings 500 m to “warm-up” start. Last control in warm-up course is located 
140 m before start. Runners are not allowed to leave the “warm-up” map area. 

GPS Units 25 runners in W21E1 and M21E1 will wear a GPS unit. The runners selected for GPS tracking 
will be announced at the quarantine and on Eventor. Vests for the GPS units will be handed 
out when you check in at the quarantine. Different sizes are available. The GPS unit will be 
given to the runner at the start. It is the runner’s responsibility to pick up the GPS unit before 
entering start check-in (3 minutes before start). Runner that refuse to wear the GPS unit are 
not allowed to start. The equipment has to be returned at the finish area. 

 
Toilets before race Available in Quarantine and 140 m before Start. Use the toilets and urinals that the 

organizers provide. It is strictly forbidden to urinate outdoors. 
 
Start procedure 3 minutes before start - check-in with verification. 
 2 minutes before start - separate control description available. 
 1 minute before start - entering the map area. 
 At start time - Runner receive the map. 
Late start arrival Competitors who are late to start should be allowed to start as soon as possible, however, 

with as little impact as possible on other contestants. Competitor shall contact officials and 
follow instructions. 

 
Traffic There will be traffic in the area during the competition, be careful and pay attention. You 

may also meet cyclists and pedestrians. Keep to the right when you meet others.  

Parking In ordinary parking areas in Landskrona city. Parking instructions will be described in a 
specific Traffic PM at Eventor, at the Arena and in Quarantine. 
Parking for press and VIP at the Arena, Kasernplan, GPS 55.871735, 12.828411. 

Camping Caravans and campers cannot be accommodated at the competition site. However, camping 
is allowed very close to the Middle and Long distance in Klåveröd, see Camping PM at 
Eventor. 

Start Start 1 for Swedish League Elite1 classes 14.00-17:00. Distance Quarantine – Start 1, 2200 m. 

 Start 2 for Elite2 and all other classes from 17:00-18:30. Distance Arena – Start 2, 300 m. 

Max Running Time The maximum running time is one hour for all classes. 

Red Exit Competitors who do not complete their course must still go to the administration and check 
out. 

Embargoed Area The embargoed area cannot be visited until after competitions. Map with Embargoed area 
can be found in www.slskane2018.se and Eventor.

Local Map Symbols   

 

 

Terrain Description Slightly hilly urban environment with park areas. A variation of larger and smaller buildings. 
25% asphalt and stone coating, 35% gravel and sand, 40% grass 

Out of Bounds Notice that it is strictly forbidden to run on private property. There is blue and yellow tape in 
places where the boundaries are hard to see. There are also some passages that are marked 
as forbidden areas on the map and with blue and yellow tape in the terrain. Officials are 
stationed in the competition area and anyone seen entering areas that are out-of-bounds 
may be disqualified. 

Control Description Control descriptions are printed on the map, they are also available at the start as separate 
control description sheets. Be careful to check the numbers of your controls when you 
punch. 

Bibs Number bibs are handed out when you check in at the quarantine, see start list for your 
number. Number bibs series: 
M21E 1-100 
W21E 101-200 
H20E 201-300 
D20E 301-400 
H18E 401-500

Results & online The results will be posted at the Arena and on Eventor. The map and the courses will be 
posted on Livelox (www.livelox.com). The competitions can be followed online, see links at 
www.slskane2018.se/Liveresultat/ and Eventor. 

Prizes & ceremonies The contest is opened at 13.55 in the Arena. There will be prizes in the Swedish League 
classes. The number of prize winners in each class will be displayed on the results board. 
Prize ceremonies will take place at 17:30. Prizes that are not collected go to the organizers. 

Sports sales Pölder Sport, www.polder.se at the Arena and limited in quarantine. 

Showers Changing rooms and hot showers inside building northeast of the Arena. Follow the signs. 

Toilets after race See Arena Map at Eventor and at the Arena. 

First Aid Smaller injuries can be handled by medical staff at the Arena. Contact the hospital in 
Landskrona if you need more advanced medical care. 

Refreshments No refreshments at the arena. Spectators can visit the Konsthallen Café until 17:00, see path 
(300 m) to Café in the Arena map and follow the signs. Pay attention to runners close to the 
café. 
For other refreshments visit the Landskrona City just 150 m from the Arena where you can 
find restaurants and cafés. 

Childcare No childcare or string course is provided at the Sprint Distance (but will be available at the 
Saturday & Sunday´s competitions) 

Spectator race National Sprint distance race will take place at the same Arena from 17:00-. See separate PM 
at Eventor or at the Arena. 
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Competition Rules SOFT’s competition rules including rules for Swedish League & IOF World Ranking. 
No special demands on clothing except that shoes with metal studs are forbidden.
